Colossians 4:2-6 – HOW TO INFLUENCE OTHERS 

There are two groups of people.  Those who are insiders… they have put their faith in Jesus… and those who are outside the circle… they have not put their faith in Jesus.  In the US our population is increasing, but our involvement in church is decreasing.  Consider these statistic of what percent of each generation is involved in church:  62% of World War II generation, 41% of Baby Boomers18% of Generation X and 9% of the youngest mosaic generation.  If we don’t use our influence twenty years from now we will live in a pagan nation!  Here’s what we can do to be a positive influence.

PRAY for OPEN DOORS
· There is an enemy on the other side of every door doing everything to hold it closed.   We have a secret weapon that opens the door…PRAYER.  When we pray, God opens doors.   This is where evangelism starts.  This is where influence begins.
