Colossians 1:9-14 

When it comes to walking, there are all kinds of ways.  You can walk your dog, take a walk after dinner, or even proving you can play the game after talking the talk… now walk the walk.  In Colossians it speaks of more than just walking.  It’s talking about the way you live.  I John 1:7 puts walking this way… “But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.”  1 John 1:7 (NKJV)   Let’s look at four things from Colossians that helps us do some self-assessment to see how we’re walking!   

· The issue of PRODUCTIVITY – Bearing fruit in every good work  
When we accept Jesus we are to produce good works or another way of saying it is… fruit in every good work.  Good works is NOT the ROOT of our salvation, but the FRUIT of our salvation.  Often people get it confused and think their good works gives them access to heaven.  Recently Warren Buffet donated 40 billion dollars to charity.  In an interview he said, “There’s lots of ways to get into heaven and this is a great way.”  Does Warren Buffet believe this?  It’s not certain, but it’s important to realize that good works is not the root, but the fruit of our salvation.
