Matthew 9:1-7 

The movie It’s A Wonderful Life is a story about the way we INFLUENCE the lives of others.  It’s like dropping an object into water.  It’s going to make a “SPLASH” and then it’s going to cause RIPPLES through the water.   This splash or influence can be positive or negative.  Consider the singer names Pink who said this about influence, “Growing up I completely admired Madonna.  I was always getting in trouble and I felt like she was too… I followed her like a puppy dog.”  

The story of the Nativity is a story of influence.  Is. 9:6-7 says, for unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son is given; and the government will be upon His shoulder. And His name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.  Of the increase of His government and peace there will be no end…” The day Jesus was born most of the world would have said Caesar would have more influence in history, but Time magazine identified Jesus as the single most powerful figure not merely in the last two millenniums, but in all of history.  Jesus only lived 33 years, preached 3 and was put to death like a common criminal, but today many of our universities, medicine, morality is influenced by him
