· Adopt-A-Village – One specific place in Africa where we will focus our energy for 5 to 10 years transforming the region with education, medical, water, churches, etc.  

· Cathedralfest at Shoreline Amphitheater – September 16, 2007 event brining the entire church together for a service, food, concert, fun, etc. with guests Wayne Brady & All For One.  This is a great opportunity to invite those who would not ordinarily go to church to help them get from where they are to where they need to be.

· Spanish speaking service, Satellite Video Venues from Salinas to Livermore to Half Moon Bay, a Children’s Shelter, a Senior Citizen’s Center, television ministry around the world, etc.

How Do You Keep A Bridge From Going Out?

If there is an earthquake in the Bay Area, one of the safest placed to be is on the Golden Gate Bridge.  There are two things that make the bridge so durable.

Flexibility – Making adjustments for the church to be able to relate to changing culture.  Change is not easy.  Change is resisted.  Jesus put it this way, “"And no one, having drunk old wine, immediately desires new; for he says, 'The old is better.'” Luke 5:39 (NKJV)
Foundation – Jesus is and will continue to be the foundation of the church.  One year from now a bigger than life bronze statue created by a man who was saved here at Cathedral of Faith will be outside the front doors with the inscription, “Come to me all who are Take my yoke upon you, and learn from me; for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls.” Matt. 11:29 (NRSV) 
Twenty-five years from now may it be said if anyone asks, “Is there a place in San Jose where there is faith in Jesus, where people believe the Word of God, where the compassion of Christ is evident?”, may the answer be, “Yes, at Cathedral of Faith.”
