Genesis 6-9.  Noah is a man that dared to be different and because he dared to be different, he made a difference!  People can influence others and it doesn’t always lead to a positive difference.  Consider a study about peer group pressure.  Ten teens were asked to look at three lines and raise their hand when the teacher pointed to the longest line.  What the teens didn’t know is that the rest of the class was asked to raise their hand for the wrong answer.  Guess what?  Even though it was the wrong answer, 75% of the time the 10 teens raised their hands as well!  The crowd influenced the ten.

Noah, on the other hand had the guts to resist peer pressure and dare to be different.  Let’s look at some of the key elements that made Noah’s life so effective. 

Noah Walked With God And That Was Different
Ever notice two people walking down a path hand in hand?  Sure, we all have.  That’s the picture of how Noah walked with God.  God and Noah walked and talked together.  Lily Tomlin once said, “Why is it that when we speak to God, we are said to be praying, but when God speaks to us, we are said to be schizophrenic?”  I’m just a regular guy who is still learning how to walk with God.  A couple months ago when walking through the church lobby a picture showed up inside of my head of a statue of Jesus with outstretched arms and the scripture on the bottom of the statue which said, “Come to me all who are weary and I will give you rest.”   I called a friend living in another state and asked him about crafting his statue.  He told me that around the same time he felt impressed to not create the sculpture that he planned, but to make the exact statue with the exact scripture that God showed me the picture of in my mind!  Open yourself up to this kind of connection and dare to be different and different kinds of things will start to happen to you.
