Finding A Good FIT

Your abilities, interests, personality are all gifts from God.  There are a lot of people working in a job that doesn’t fit.  In fact statistics say that 80% of people are not in a good fit.  This can cause a person to loose confidence in themselves.   Rom. 12:6 tells us that God has given each the ability to do certain things well.  So find out what you do well and pursue it.  It will increase your level of satisfaction.

Having A Right ATTITUDE 


Besides a right “fit” in the work place, it is just as important if there is a “right attitude”.  When it comes to satisfaction and success consider the story of two working buckets talking about their job.  One bucket said, “This is the worst job.  
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This is a miserable job.  I leave the well full, but I come back empty.”  The other bucket said, “This is a great job.  This is a wonderful job.  Every time I come to the well empty, I leave the well full.” Both had different views; different attitudes.  The attitude you have makes all the difference.  The exciting thing about attitude is that it is something you can choose.  No one can force you to have it.  You cannot choose what’s goes on out in your working world, but you can choose what’s going on inside of you. The attitude you choose can make all the difference.  For example, the Bible says to give thanks in all circumstances.  What if this week you and I take that verse and connect it to the office.  What if we choose to have this kind of attitude?  It may not be the perfect job, but at least it is a job.  In one country a 40% of the people are unemployed.  Your job may not be perfect, but through your job you have a chance to share your faith.  


Remember, you really are a follower of Jesus who is disguised as a _______ (fill in the type of job your do).  You have a chance to influence the people working around you.  When they see your integrity, the way you cope with office pressure, the way you treat other people, they seek how you handle conflict, the way you handle the success you have in the office then other people see your faith.  Consider the comments made from the owner and head coach of the Indianapolis Colts when they won their AFC Football Championship.  They both gave credit and honor to God.  Consider Jose Garcia from our congregation who came from Mexico poor and now oversees 30,000 people in a union.  God wants us to increase in our success and satisfaction at work.
